There is no 'impression marking' as such; candidates are awarded a mark for
General Impression based on their level of accuracy.

LANGUAGE MARKS

Incorrect punctuation will be tolerated.
Capitals should be used where appropriate, e.g. with nouns.

Rule of three, i.e. that only the first three examples of identical lexis and
structure in identical circumstances will be rewarded.

In letters, ignore any address or date. Ignore also any title which the candidate
has invented. No marks may be gained for these items.

A maximum of five ticks may be awarded for introductory material.

No marks may be obtained for clearly irrelevant material. Count such material
in the word count, but bracket it.

A maximum of five ticks may be awarded in each instance for lifted material.

Count up to around 140 words, to the nearest sense group. Award no more
ticks thereafter, either for Communication or Language.

A tick is awarded for a correct Marking Unit of which each element is correct.
The tick is recorded over the scoring word.

Reward with a tick the correct use of a suitable opening in a formal or informal
letter; greetings would gain a tick if used correctly in informal letters only.

Allow a maximum of three ticks for all formal and informal ‘politesses’.
