In general, do not accept incorrect Spanish if the word given means something else in
Spanish.

5 For questions requiring more than one element for the answer, (i) and (ii), where the
answers are interchangeable:

Both correct answers on line 1 and line 2 blank = 2
Both correct answers on line 1 and line 2 wrong =1
(or vice-versa)

6 If a candidate changes his/her mind over an answer and crosses out an attempt, award a
mark if the final attempt is correct.

7 If a candidate crosses out an answer to a whole question and makes no second attempt,
mark the crossed-out work.

8 Where words are combined or split inappropriately, do not award the mark, eg 'sonpére'
and 'larticle’, unless instructed otherwise in the mark scheme

9 tc =tout court

10 ha = harmless addition = extra material which does not affect the correct answer

11 inv = invalidation = extra material which ‘contradicts’ or ‘distorts’ correct answer (more likely
to occur in Section 3)

12 bod = benefit of doubt
