Explain why the disciples become so certain that Jesus had come back from the dead.

(ii) Why was the letter sent? [7]

(b) Why did Christians meet with opposition when they preached about Jesus? [5]

10 (a) In his farewell speech to the Ephesian elders, what advice did Paul give to them? [7]
(b) What does Acts tell us about the role of elders in the early church? [5]
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
