Length of response

Examiners make a rough estimate of the length by a quick calculation of the number of
words on a line.

If the piece is clearly too long, calculate the length more precisely.
Then put a line through that part of the summary which exceeds 160.
Marks will be totalled at the bottom in the following sequence:

Out of 5 for personal response

Out of 5 for language
