Annotation used in marking:

(a) BOD = Benefit of the Doubt and is used to indicate material considered by the Examiner
and judged to be more correct than incorrect: the benefit of the doubt is given to the
candidate and the mark is awarded.

(b) NBOD = No Benefit of the Doubt and is used to indicate material considered by the
Examiner and judged to be more incorrect than correct: the benefit of the doubt is not given
to the candidate and the mark is not awarded.

(c) caret = to indicate where something which is key to the response is missing.
