4 You have been asked to write an article for your school magazine on whether it is more important 
to gain qualifications or some experience of work in order to get a good job in the future. Write the 
article for the school magazine.

5 You and your friends have recently started using a new social networking website. Write two 
contrasting reviews of it (300–450 words each), which will be published online. One of the reviews 
praises the new website and the other criticises it.

6 A business leader is going to give a speech to students at your school who are interested in 
setting up their own businesses in the future. Write the text of the speech. In your writing, focus on 
the highs and lows of a career in business, and create a sense of enthusiasm and motivation.
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
