Answer Question 1.

1 Functionalists believe that society is based on value consensus. They argue that children are 
socialised within the family so that they understand social norms and values and can therefore 
act as members of society. This is seen as just one of many functions that the family performs. 
Functionalists believe that there is a functional fit between nuclear families and modern industrial 
societies and that the nuclear family became dominant as a result of the process of industrialisation.

 However, Marxists argue that the family meets the needs of capitalism rather than serving the 
interests of family members. Marxists believe that society is based on conflict between classes 
rather than harmony and consensus.

 (a) What is meant by the term functional fit ? [2]

 (b) Describe two functions of the family apart from socialisation. [4]

 (c) Explain the consequences of families failing to socialise children, according to functionalists.

 (d) Assess the Marxist view that the family meets the needs of capitalism. [11]
