Холодная вода для здоровья! 
Вы когда-нибудь пробовали принимать душ зимой на улице? Для маленьких детей в 
одном из детских садов Красноярска это обычная процедура. Там проходит эксперимент 
обливания детей холоднoй водой с ног до головы на открытом воздухе. 

Жители ближних домов уже привыкли видеть, как по утрам в любую погоду дети 
обливают себя водой во дворе, а потом быстро возвращаются в здание. Случайных 
прохожих, одетых зимой в шубы, шокирует вид детей в шортах, когда на улице 
пятнадцать градусов мороза. Прохожие удивились бы ещё больше, если бы узнали, что 
благодаря водным процедурам эти дети не болеют гриппом уже несколько лет.

Директор детского сада Татьяна рассказывает об эксперименте: 

«Мне бы никогда не пришла в голову идея водных процедур на улице, если бы я сама не 
обожала зимнее купание в реке. К тому же, у нас в детсаду былo всё необходимое для 
водных процедур – бассейн, сауна, хорошие душевые. Сначала все наши работники 
сами привыкали обливаться водой, стоя во дворе в купальниках. Наблюдение за ними 
и помогло мне разработать специальную систему оздоровления для детей. 

Главный принцип системы прост – мы постепенно снижаем температуру воды. На 
первом этапе, дети приучаются не бояться воды комнатной температуры. На втором 
этапе, малыши обливаются уже более прохладной водой в душе, после горячей 
сауны. На последнем этапе, самые крепкие дети из сауны выбегают прямо во двор 
и обливаются холодной водой. Они совсем не боятся холода, а наоборот, просятся 
подольше поиграть на снегу. Некоторые вообще не хотят возвращаться обратно в 
здание. Главным успехом нашего эксперимента я считаю тот факт, что дети остаются 
весёлыми целый день».
